Curriculum Proposals: Curriculum proposals can be submitted for review during February to the Curriculum Committee and/or Graduate Council. Council decided. Monday, February 7th is the last date to submit proposals to the Graduate and Registrars Office..

Graduate Assistants and GPA: It is recommended that a GA should be allowed to maintain their graduate assistantship for the first year with a 3.0 GPA required at the end of 12 hours.  If they do not have a 3.0 GPA at the end of the 12 hours required for candidacy, they would not be eligible for continuation of their graduate assistantship. 

Cross-listed courses: It is recommended that a section be added to the course proposal form that requires an explanation of how graduate level offering of the course differs from the undergraduate course offering.
