A study of the developmental principles of the developmental stages of the preschool and young school age child from age four through age eight. 
Course Description:

Two credit hours. This course is designed for prospective early childhood teachers at the undergraduate level. The primary purpose is to help students gain an understanding of the physical, intellectual, social, emotional and personality growth and development of the child from age four thru age eight. Current research and ideas in early childhood development will be used in conjunction with historical approaches to examining growth and development. Field experiences with preschool children will be an integral part of this course.

Rationale:
Knowledge about child growth, development, and learning is constantly evolving. This ever-expanding field of research and its resulting knowledge base indicates that the most critical periods of growth in children occur during the first eight years. These predictable sequences of growth and change in children occur in all domains of development-physical, emotional, social and cognitive. Knowledge of typical development of children provides a framework from which teachers prepare the learning environment and plan appropriate experiences.

4. To understand the effects of early development on the development of later childhood, adolescence and adulthood.
