Established in 1979, Arkansas Governor’s School serves selected students from around the state during the summer before their senior year in high school. 

AGS students participate in a curriculum that is based, in part, upon their demonstrated aptitude in one of nine areas of specialization: visual arts, choral music, instrumental music, drama, English/language arts, mathematics, natural science, social science or development engineering.
Those nine disciplines constitute what is defined as AGS Area I. Area II is a study of the nature of knowledge, while Area III is focused on the personal and social development of students.

Arkansas Governor's School is made possible through a grant from the Arkansas Department of Education. Arkansas Tech University has hosted AGS since 2019.
