FIVE TYPES OF REPEATED READING

TO BUILD FLUENCY
· Student-adult reading:  Can be done with a teacher, classroom volunteer, tutor, parent, grandparent, and so on.  The reading happens one-on-one.  First the adult models fluent reading to the student by reading a passage.  The student then reads the same passage to the adult who gives guidance and encouragement.

· Tape-assisted reading:  The student listens to a fluent reader on audiotape read the book.  While listening, the student follows along in the book pointing to the words as the taped reader reads.  Then the student listens to the book again with the audio taped reader, but this time the student reads aloud along with the taped reader.  Reading with the tape is repeated (although perhaps not in the same sitting) until the student is able to read the book fluently and independently.

· Choral reading:  Students read aloud as a group.  This works best with short selections that contain rhythm or repetitions.

· Buddy reading:  Students take turn reading to each other in pairs.  This works best for ELLs when a strong reader is paired with a weaker reader.  The stronger reader reads first, modeling fluent reading.  Then the weaker reader reads the same passage.  Sometimes classes of older students are paired with classes of younger students in buddy reading to foster a sense of community in a school.

· Reader’s theatre:  The selection the students have read is a performable piece.  This gives the readers a real-life purpose to reread the selection and build fluency.
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
