· Subject area objectives:  math, science, social studies and language arts objectives

2.  What is the essential vocabulary for the lesson?

        Anticipate what vocabulary will need extra attention.

a. Words important to understanding the concept of the lesson

b. Words students are likely to see again and again

c. Words of particular difficulty

d. Chunks of language that convey one meaning

3. What are the language development objectives for ELLs in this lesson?

· Anticipate what basic language an ELL will need.

· What are the essential language skills needed to be successful in this lesson?  (listening, speaking, reading, writing)

Plan to Integrate Language and Content

1. Consider the student’s proficiency level.  What are appropriate techniques for this level?
2.  How will instruction be made comprehensible?

· Build on the student’s prior knowledge.  Begin activities with what students already know.  Start with the “big picture”.
· Move from concrete to abstract.
· Focus on making meaning of new vocabulary comprehensible.  Use vocabulary in context.
· Incorporate use of pictures, props, demonstrations, and hands-on activities to show meaning.
· Talk about what you’re showing.  Show what you’re talking about.
· Simplify speech.
· Structure written text carefully using graphic organizers whenever possible.
3. How will interaction among students be increased?
· Plan  cooperative rather than group activities.
4. How will thinking and/or study skills be increased?
· Use graphic organizers
· Plan varied questioning techniques and activities to build to higher-level thinking.
· Include student views and judgments in discussions.
Remember:  Based on how the lesson was taught to the ELL, use appropriate assessment techniques.  Teaching and assessment must go hand in hand.
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
