The exhibition is open to all current Arkansas Tech University students who were enrolled in
art classes in Spring 2019 or who are currently in art classes during the Fall, 2019 semester
and are currently seeking an undergraduate degree. All work must be original, designed and
executed by the artists who is submitting the works. All works must have been created while
attending Tech. The juror will choose which entries will be exhibited. NOT all entries will be
included. You may not enter work previously exhibited in ATU Annual Juried Student Competitions.
