e Works should be displayed professionally. Framing and mounting is not required.

SIZE REQUIREMENTS:

e Maximum size: Work must fit in the display cases in Witherspoon Lobby.
e Any work that does not fit in the display case is not eligible.

ENTRY REGULATIONS:

The student can submit up to three (3) works.

Works should be dropped off at Witherspoon Lobby on Friday, March 3 between 12:00 pm - 2:00 pm.

Works can be picked up on Friday, March 11 at 2:00 pm - 3:00 pm in the Witherspoon Lobby. Any work not picked up that
afternoon becomes property of the Department of Campus Life.

Each work should have a name tag attached to the backs of all works entered. Tags should include name, title, media, price, and
contact information of the student.
