Richard started selling radio advertisements in
Little Rock in 1988, working for KZLR, KOLL and
eventually, KMJX (Magic 105), where he worked
as an Account Executive until 2001. In 2001, he
went to work for Citadel radio (which was eventu-
ally purchased by Cumulus Media), as a General
Sales Manager of three stations until moving to
the position of Director of Sales for all eight
Cumulus Little Rock radio stations and the
Arkansas Radio Network. In February of 2016, he
moved to Russellville to work for East Arkansas
Broadcasters in the role of General Manager for
the six Russellville Stations and one Clarksville
station. In April of 2017, he moved to the position
of Vice President of Sales for all 30 of EAB radio
stations across Arkansas. His role includes hiring
and training managers and account executives.
