	Keynote Address

“General Education Assessment” - Dr. Janice Denton


Janice Denton is Professor of Chemistry at Raymond Walters College, a 2-year college of the University of Cincinnati.  She chaired her college’s academic assessment committee from 1994 – 2005, served as director of the university’s general education program from 2004 – 2006.  

She has presented a variety of workshops and papers at both regional and national assessment and teaching conferences, and has worked with faculty throughout the country on classroom-based assessment.  Since 2005, she has mentored institutions at the assessment academy and workshops offered by Higher Learning Commission.

Her co-authored works include:

· An article in the Journal of General Education describing her research on assessing student learning.

· A chapter in Walvoord and Anderson’s book “Effective Grading” describing the assessment model developed at Raymond Walters College.
